 This section should give the central background and set the stage for the proposed research. It is not meant to be a general review of the field.

3.2. Innovation - ca. 0.5 page or less
· Describe any novel theoretical concepts, approaches, methodologies, or interventions to be developed or used, and any advantage this has over existing methodologies, instrumentation, or intervention(s).
· Explain any refinements, improvements, or new applications of theoretical concepts, approaches or methodologies, instrumentation, or interventions.
 This section will be important for applicant to reflect on his/her own ideas and concepts. It will aid the reviewer in judging the novelty and potential impact of the studies.

3.3. Approach - max. 2 pages
· In this section, include any preliminary studies (including data figures) that support the proposed research. 
· Describe the strategy, methodology, and analyses to be used to accomplish the specific aims of the project. Include how the data will be collected, analyzed, and interpreted.
· Discuss potential problems, alternative strategies, and benchmarks for success anticipated to achieve the aims.
· If the project is in the early stages of development, describe any strategies used to establish feasibility and address the management of any high-risk aspects of the proposed work.
 This section provides the reviewer with the knowledge upon which to judge the strength of the proposed research. 
 A possible way to organize the writing of this section would be:
